
Lorraine Martha Dennis
June 30, 1931 - June 29, 2015

Lorraine Martha Naiser Dennis of El Campo passed away on Monday June
29th, one day before her 84th birthday. She was born June 30th, 1931 on the
family farm outside of Taiton, Texas to Mary Polasek Naiser and Emil Naiser.
She was a retired homemaker. 

Mrs. Dennis was educated in the Taiton and El Campo schools, and
graduated from El Campo High School in May 1949. She attended Wharton
County Junior College. Mrs. Dennis married James Milton Dennis on March
31, 1951 in Taiton. The Dennis' lived in San Francisco, CA., Houston, Texas,
and Goliad, Texas before moving to El Campo in 1956. 

 

While in El Campo, Mrs. Dennis was employed by Sears Roebuck in the
catalog store. Mrs. Dennis was living at the Czech Catholic Home for the
Aged in Hillje at the time of her death. 

 

Mrs. Dennis was a lifelong member in the following organizations: Catholic
